Wednesdays and Fridays here at CHESS are very lively.
With around 180 students filling the halls with youthful
exuberance the building is a hive of excitement and
adventure. This semester has already been filled with many
amazing experiences for the students and staff as we have
met new people, taken on new challenges, and broadened
our horizons.

There have been some great open doors for the CHESS
high school choir. This Christmas they will be joining

the Greeley Chorale and eight other high school choirs in
singing Handel’s Messiah accompanied by a full orchestra.
This gives the choir an opportunity to perform part of one
of the greatest musical works of all time, which will greatly
broaden their musical skills and experience.

In conjunction with this, we have been able to continue
what has become a tradition with the high school choir.
October 5 Dr. Carl Gerbrandt came and guest lectured.

Dr. Gerbrandt is Professor Emeritus of Voice and was
Director of the Opera Theatre at the University of Northern
Colorado. Of his over 70 opera and oratorio roles, four
have been American premieres. Prior to his work at UNC,
Dr. Gerbrandt was opera director for Peabody Conservatory
of Johns Hopkins University. In 1990, Dr. Gerbrandt

held a Visiting Scholar position at Cambridge University,
England, where he completed his book, Sacred Music
Drama: The Producer’s Guide. During the 70 minutes of
time he had with the students it was awesome to hear the
difference from beginning to end. The students got a good
look into what it takes to sing well and a glimpse at what
their potential is.
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God is continuing to
provide experienced and
qualified teachers as well
as new teachers ready

to learn as they invest in
our young people. We
are pleased to welcome to our staff several new teachers:
Cindy Brockmann, Jeff Figgs, Amanda Moralez, and Tessa
Powell.

We have also continued a few other traditions which have
been received with great enthusiasm. Coffee days and pizza
days are greatly looked forward to. This year we have even
been able to add a gluten-free pizza option for pizza day
thanks to Laurie Wishart.

Finally, this year has seen an increase in volunteers. [ am
so grateful for the students who have been teachers’ aides,
parents who volunteered to supervise the study halls, those
who helped walk the kids to the park for soccer, the people
who have helped on pizza and coffee days, and all the
others that have helped in various ways throughout this
semester. These volunteers have contributed greatly to the
success of this semester and we are very thankful.

As I think about what the remainder of this semester and
what next semester holds, I get very excited. Yes, there
may be some bumps in the road, but [ am confident that
as people pray for what is happening here, and as people
continue to pour themselves out into other people for
God’s glory, amazing things will happen.
